Municipal Judge Candidate- Patrick McGrath

| have been the Municipal Judge for the Village of
Port Edwards for the past two years. The
Municipal Court has been working hard to resolve
ongoing issues with students in our community.
The school district, police department and the
court are working together to keep an open line of
communication with an eye on how to help
students who have problems be more responsible
and also help these students be successful in
school so that they graduate and become
contributing members of society.

The Municipal Court system has also increased its
forfeiture collection rate. This does not meart tha
our officers have written more citations but that
we are aggressively pursuing payment of
forfeitures when a person has been found guilty.
My clerk has been going back to find citations
which have not been paid for a number of years
and we then summon the guilty party to court to
find out why the payment has not been made. If
the person needs a payment plan, the court will
work with the person to set one up, with the goal
being that the fine will eventually be paid. If a
person simply refuses to pay the fine, they will be
sent to jail. So far, we have gone back as far as
2005 and are not finished.

My philosophy is that the court does not have to
be a place to fear, it is a place to resolve proble
that may have occurred. Anyone can make a
mistake. Once someone appears in court, | try to
help them to fully understand their rights and how
the process works (most people do not retain an
attorney since the attorney fee is usually greater
than the fine). | also try to impress upon guilty
parties that they really don't want to make
mistakes of the type which would get them into
court again.

In closing, let me say that the Municipal Courais
great institution. It allows people who have a
citation to make their initial plea and if neceysar
have a trial within about a two month period, in
Circuit Court this process could take much longer.
Also the forfeitures in Municipal Court are
substantially less than those in Circuit Court. In
Circuit Court a defendant usually needs an
attorney, and most people who appear in our
Municipal Court do not retain an attorney.

NOTES FROM THE VILLAGE ENGINEER

I would like to recognize and congratulate Steve
Vechinski on his retirement at the end of 2009 famd

his 39 years of service to the Village as the waster
treatment plant operator and for many years as thath
water and wastewater operator.

Steve started working for the Village in October of
1970 at what was then the new wastewater treatment
plant. With a design life of 20 years, Steve digreat

job maintaining the plant and keeping it running 36
years and oversaw the startup and operation the new
current wastewater plant. Steve's exceptional
knowledge and ability to maintain all aspects af th
plant saved the community lots of money over the
years. Typically, when system process controllaik f

or pumps wear out these items are highly techraal
repair, so the services of an outside repair cotdra
are needed. Steve rebuilt pumps, made ceramicrsepai
on pump housings, serviced and made repairs to the
electrical control panels, as well as trouble simgpt
and helping repair items at the water utility wetlse
emergency warning sirens, and anything else
mechanical not necessarily related to the wastewate
treatment plant.

The Village usually could not justify purchasing mga
machine shop tools, so if parts needed to be madhin
Steve would often times unselfishly take the items
home and use his own tools and metal lathe antdelo t
fabrication. Steve is still an active memberhd Fire
Department and for decades and still today services
and maintains the fire department trucks and
equipment.

Snowbirds and the Census
Wisconsin residents who are wintering in
another state should wait until they return
to Wisconsin to complete the census
information.

For individuals who winter in another
state, the 2010 census form does not
offer clear instructions on how best to
complete the form.  Snowbirds will
receive pre-addressed questionnaires at
both their winter residences and their
temporarily  unoccupied  Wisconsin
residence in March. The U.S. Postal
Service will not forward census forms, so
many people are likely to fill out the
guestionnaire they receive at their winter
home.

In the past there were ways a Wisconsin
resident could indicate that their primary

residence was Wisconsin, but for the

2010 Census, question 10 asks if a
person sometimes lives elsewhere and, if
so, “at a seasonal or second residence”.
Even if respondents indicate a second
residence, they will be counted in their

wintering state population, as the data is
not being transferred to their primary

residence state.

In May or June, when most snowbirds
have returned, census takers will visit the
Wisconsin homes that did not respond to
the census. If the dual homeowner tells
the enumerator they completed a census
form while living in their “out of state”
residence, they will not be counted in
Wisconsin, even if they live here most of
the time.

Respondents who wish to complete the
census information at their wintering
locations, should write “zero” for the
number of April £ residents and note
“usual residence elsewhere” somewhere
on the form. Upon your return to
Wisconsin complete a census form or

wait until the census takers are
completing their door-to-door
canvassing. Remember that as a

Wisconsin resident you “lived” at your
primary residence on April®1 you were
just away on an extended vacation.

Please help share this information as
Wisconsin and other northern states are
at a real risk of losing population that
rightfully belongs to them, along with
seats in Congress and federal funds.

New Wisconsin 534 Area Code

To ensure a continuing supply of

telephone numbers in our area the

Public  Service Commission  of

Wisconsin (PSC) has approved the
addition of the 534 area code to the geographic
region currently served by 715. The new Wisconsin
area code of 534 will share the same region as the
existing 715 area code.

What does this mean to us? Everyone who has an
existing number in the 715 calling area will keep
their number but any new numbers distributed in the
near future will be given the 534 prefix for their
number. Thus there will eventually be two differen
area code prefixes in our area.

To accommodate these changes you need to adjust
your dialing habits. To complete local calls (ewen
call to your neighbor next door), the new dialing
procedure requires callers to dial the full 10digi
telephone number. This means that all calls froen th
715 area code that are currently dialed with 7tsligi
will need to be dialed using tregea code + 7-digit
telephone number. This same procedure will be
followed for numbers issued with the 534 prefix.
When dialing long distance calls, the proceduré wil
remain the same with callers dialibgt area code +
7-digit telephone number.

When will these changes go into effe&#ective
immediately, you should begin using the new dialing
procedure whenever you place local calls from the
715 area code. If you forget and use the old dalin
procedure of 7 digits, your call will still be
completed bubeginning July 17, 2010, you must
use the new dialing procedure for all local calls.
After this date, if you do not use the new dialing
procedure, your call will not be completed and a
recording will provide instruction on how to
redial your call.

What else to consider? You will need to change any
preprogrammed numbers including phones, fax
machines, life safety systems, internet dialup
numbers, alarm & security systems, speed dialers,
call forwarding settings, voice mail services and
similar functions. Remember to consider your web
sites, stationeries, personal checks, contact
information and your ID tags to ensure the areacod
is included.

All numbers like 211 & 911 that are currently
available in our area will still be dialed with just
three digits.

Also, the 920 area code to our southeast will be
undergoing these same changes with a new area code
of 274 being added to their region.
