To ensure a continuing supply of telephone numbersur area the Public Service Commission of
Wisconsin (PSC) has approved the addition of the &®a code to the geographic region currentlyeserv
by 715. The new Wisconsin area code of 534 wiltalthe same region as the existing 715 area code.

What does this mean to us? Everyone who has atingxisumber in the 715 calling area will keep their
number but any new numbers distributed in the figiaire will be given the 534 prefix for their nunmbe
Thus there will eventually be two different arealeprefixes in our area.

To accommodate these changes you need to adjustiaing habits. To complete local calls (evenadl tb your neighbor next
door), the new dialing procedure requires callerdial the full 10-digit telephone number. This medhat all calls from the 715
area code that are currently dialed with 7 digiiéweed to be dialed using ttagea code + 7-digit telephone numberThis same

procedure will be followed for numbers issued vitth 534 prefix. When dialing long distance calt& procedure will remain the
same with callers dialing) + area code + 7-digit telephone number.

When will these changes go into effe&ffective immediately, you should begin using the new dialing procedunenever you
place local calls from the 715 area code. If yagéb and use the old dialing procedure of 7 digitsir call will still be completed
butbeginning July 17, 2010, you must use the new diatj procedure for all local calls. After this date,if you do not use the
new dialing procedure, your call will not be compléed and a recording will provide instruction on howto redial your call.

What else to consider? You will need to change@meprogrammed numbers including phones, fax mashlife safety systems,
internet dialup numbers, alarm & security systespged dialers, call forwarding settings, voice rsailvices and similar functions.

Pending DNR Legislation Could Result in Costly Inceases to Wastewater Rate

The DNR has recently introduced a legislation cleary
NR102, NR 217, and NR 151 aimed at reducing phaspiso
levels in the rivers and streams. Phosphoroudastiizer and
along with nitrogen and potassium can promote afgaeth.

Excessive amounts of phosphorous in waterways hagrs
evidence of increased algal bloom, which can rasdish Kill,

is unsightly, odorous, and has other effects on afeatic
system. Phosphorous occurs naturally in animal laungan
excrement and is used in various forms of fertiize

The proposed changes to the DNR rules target ploosps
reduction in point source locations; specificallyastewater
treatment plants. According to the DNR and Wiscori®iural
Water, 80% of the phosphorous pollution comes froom
point sources, such as farm fields and livestoakspivhile
municipal wastewater treatment plants currently tidoute
between 7% and 16%.

It seems at the surface that since point sourcesh fs
municipal wastewater plants, are contributing, &kes sense
that reductions should be made at that level. Hewen 1992
NR217 set standards to reduce phosphorous fromt poin
sources. That regulation caused municipal wastewate
treatment plants to install treatment to reducesphorous
discharges by 80 to 90%. This was a significanticédn in

the actual mass discharge of phosphorous into dterways

to a level of 1.0 parts per million and to the teniof
affordable technology. With this dramatic reductionpoint

source phosphorous there should have been dramatic

reductions in algal bloom. After all, that's whyetkegislation
was adopted.

The legislation in 1992 caused dramatic decreareshe
amounts of phosphorous discharged into the watearst by
point sources. What is particularly disturbingliere has been
no data provided to the Village or the WisconsirrdaRWater
Association to indicate any measurable reductionslgal
bloom. The new proposed legislation will result anvery
minimal further reduction of phosphorous. Thereftrere is

There are other environmental issues that exist thi¢ current
legislation as well as the proposed legislation.aAsesult of
the 1992 legislation additional chemicals and dglas were
needed and sludge production increased by abou%300
Hauling these chemicals by the semi-load to our llsma
municipal plant and disposing the hundreds of thods of
gallons of additional sludge resulted in significan
consumption of electricity and burning of diesedlfin trucks.

The proposed legislation is requiring a level df Parts per
million - 10 times lower than the current standardl current
technology cannot meet these requirements. For Séhe
municipal wastewater treatment plants in Wiscondime
estimate to install and operate advanced filtratexhnology
to meet these proposed limits is betw&&md and $4.3 billion
dollars. Using the lower of those estimates and the dizaip
plant, rates could increase an estimated $500q#et y

It would be irresponsible for the DNR to approvesth
proposed legislation without proof that there wile
measurable improvement in environmental quality.e Th
Village takes environmental protection very seriguat the
same time, you, the wastewater rate payers canifiotda
costly legislation and especially if it has little no effect on
the problem. As a result, the Village of Port Eddgr
Wisconsin Rural Water Association, Wisconsin Leagfe
Municipalities, and many individual municipalitiebave
written letters to the DNR and have contacted ouates
representatives concerning this bill.

The sources of drinking water, both tap water aottldd water, include rivers, lakes, streams, porefervoirs, springs and wells. As water traveksr ¢the surface of the
land or through the ground, it dissolves naturatigurring minerals and, in some cases, radioantiterial, and can pick up substances resulting frerpresence of
animals or from human activity.

Contaminants that may be present in source watkrda:

Microbial contaminants, such as viruses and biactehich may come from sewage treatment plaefstic systems, agricultural livestock operationd waldlife.

Inorganic contaminants, such as salts and methish can be naturally- occurring or result frohan stormwater runoff, industrial or domestic veasiter discharges,
oil and gas production, mining or farming.

Pesticides and herbicides, which may come fromrgety of sources such as agriculture, urban st@ter runoff and residential uses.

Organic chemical contaminants, including synthatid volatile organic chemicals, which are by-piad of industrial processes and petroleum prodoctind can
also come from gas stations, urban stormwater famaf septic systems.
